BDM is pleased to announce that
we have added a new member to
our staff.

HECLA AREA EXPANSION

We are only about a month away from
bidding the Hecla Area Expansion.
The expansion includes water service
to 25 users and service to the town of
Hecla. Hecla currently has an arsenic
issue that is now over the limit that
the EPA lowered a few years back.
Nothing has changed for Hecla;
EPA just lowered the acceptable
limit. Hecla and BDM have been
working to get water to Hecla long
before the EPA standard changed.
BDM is excited to get this project

going. 'The 25 users and the town
of Hecla are also excited. We are
currently in the process of securing
all the easements needed for the
pipeline. The project is planned to be
completed by November 2008. There
is a second Phase to the project that
will bring water to customers west of
Hecla and add a pumping station to
boost the pressure to the system. This
phase has not been funded, but we
are working on the funding package
for it.

INTERNAL EXPANSION
UPDATE

We will be continuing work on
our internal expansion starting this
spring. We will continue to add users
from the shortest distance from the
nearest main and keep working our
way through to the longest. We will
be adding about 60 new users in the
Internal Expansion this construction

season. These internal users have
been signed up for this expansion
for more than two years and are
located throughout Marshall, Day,
and Brown Counties. This isa BDM
funded project and no grant or loan
funds have been received for it.

TRANSCANADA PIPELINE UPDATE

BDM continues to monitor the
TransCanada Keystone Pipeline crude
oil project that is planned to be built
in 2008 and 2009. The pipeline is
planned to be constructed through a
very sensitive area in the aquifer that
we draw the BDM water from. We
have testified to the South Dakota

PUC and explained to TransCanada
that this is an extremely sensitive area
and that extra precautions need to be
taken in this area. The main point
being that the wall thickness of the
crude oil pipeline needs to be thicker
through the aquifer as to prevent a
leak into the aquifer.

We have other issues that we are
working with TransCanada on and
feel that the issues can be worked
out so our water source and lines are
protected in the future.
